PRESENTATION ON THE FUTURE ROLE OF THE COMMUNITY SAFETY WARDENS
The chairman welcomed Michelle Brown from the Cheshire West & Chester Council Community Safety Team. The following points/questions were raised during the presentation:-
· Since the creation of the new authority there had been a number of changes made and the CSW were now part of the community Safety Team. Ms. Brown commented she is very proud and excited to have the wardens as part of her team.
· There are currently 18 CSW for CW&C although there is a wider enforcement and training programme underway to train all CW&C officers to perform the same functions as the public see these officers in the same light. For example CSW should be able to enforce parking regulations and visa versa.

· The CSW are to be relaunched in April 2010 including a new set of service standards so the public know what to expect from them. A dedicated anti-social behaviour and CSW telephone number will also be advertised at this time, which is
0300 123 70 33
Anyone reporting an incident on this line will receive a phone call from the CSW within 48hours of their call inline with response times from other local authorities.
· It has been decided not to divide them equally through out the area rather deploy them where they are required but not duplicate other bodies work e.g. the police. Therefore areas with high anti-social behaviour where there are a larger number of police and PCSO’s will not necessarily received more CSW support.
· The CSW will enhance the police pledge/work.

· It is hoped the wardens work will be 40% reactive (responding to calls) and 60% smart patrols. This means they should be where they are needed when they are needed. They will be out and about and visible to the public.
· They will also hold surgeries and attend parish council meetings.

· There have been some funding issues with 4 wardens being funded as part of the neighbourhood management scheme with this funding ending at the end of March 2010. It is believed these wardens will be retained.

· Funding is also being sought from the large social landlords as Weaver Vale housing has contributed in the former Vale Royal towards CSWs.

· CW&C also has inherited two differing warden schemes from Chester where wardens wear police style uniforms and take enforcement action and Vale Royal who have no enforcement powers. The wardens as a whole are now moving towards the Chester model and their powers are currently under review. The Chester CSWs had the power to take names and addresses and confiscate alcohol.
· The CSWs will still have fully branded vehicles but possibly not the same as they have now.

· The point was raised that CSWs wardens must not be used to further dilute the police presence in the area.

· The question was raised what shift patterns the CSWs will have? This was still under review but the patterns should give the public confidence in the service and help reduce the fear of anti-social behaviour. They will cover 7 days a week but not 24 hours a day. Shifts need to be developed around need.
· The question was raised whether the police were aware of CSW shifts and visa versa. The answer to this was no, but there was an opportunity to look at where there were gaps on both sides, but again CSW are not to replace the police.

· PCSO Tracey Shaw commented that the CSWs in the area were working well with the police but this was part of an informal process.

· It was noted that the Police and CSWs do not share a single IT system.

· It was asked if the CSWs would still be deploying the covert SID as had been the case previously. It was confirmed this would be the case and that this function would be formalised in the service standards.

· The question was raised whether parish councils would be asked to provide funding for the CSWs. Ms Brown was not aware of any such plans and had been assured their funding was secure.

· Parish Councils are invited to feed into when CSW are required and the best time for surgeries etc.

· A brief report was given of the CSW activities in the Malpas and No Mans Heath area over the last six months which included the following:-

· 4 incidents of fly tipping and abandoned vehicles 

· Traffic control in Tushingham

· Involved with cross-border operations with the police

· Worked with North West Ambulance service – trained as first responders (it is hoped all CSWs will receive this training).

· Attended No Mans Heath Village Voice carol singing event.

· Have visited various community groups including the Brownies, age concern and toddler groups.
The chairman thanked Ms Brown for attending the meeting and congratulated the wardens on their hard work.
OPEN FORUM

PCSO Tracey Shaw reported that it had been quiet in the area over Christmas although there continued to be thefts on local farms and had recently been a spate of trailer thefts, particularly Ivor Williams trailers. She urged all to report suspicious vehicles or activities in the area on 0845 458 00 00.
Mrs. M. Faulkner (resident) thanked the council on behalf of residents of Market Place for the grit which has been used during the severe weather and has been highly effective.
Mr. C. Higgie (resident of Malpas, Clerk to Churton Parish Council) commented that if the council wished to advertise the sports programme he would be happy to include it in the My Village magazine and also suggested Malpas Parish Council web site.

Cllr. Bolton reported the bollards at the Bickley Lane junction with the A41 were not working. The clerk confirmed they had already been reported.

The parish council agreed to move the following two items up the agenda.
NO MANS HEATH SPORTS PROGRAMME
The clerk reported she had met with Jon Kelly, Community Operations Manager for CADSART where the following programme had been devised. A circuit training session would be held every Wednesday from 6 to 7pm for young people aged 13 + when a coach would be available starting on the 3rd February. The parish council would also book the use of the Hall every fourth Friday starting 12th February when a coach or other events will be organised. Young people taking part would be issued with CADSART membership cards so that attendance can be monitored. Both sessions will be held in the Sports Hall at the Bishop Heber High School.
10/041 RESOLVED – the council agreed to the above programme.

10/042 RESOLVED – the council purchase a professional poster design at a cost of £50.00 to  

promote the programme including a door to door flyer drop in No Mans Heath.
It was agreed the clerk should circulate these dates so that a rota can be devised for councillors to attend sessions.

The clerk reported she had received no further information or complaints. It was agreed this area should be highlighted to the CSW for them to monitor.

PLANNING

The council agreed the observations as recorded on pages 33 and 34 of the planning register.

STREET ORDERLY RISK ASSESSMENT

The clerk reported she and the chairman had attended a meeting with the Health and Safety Manager from CW&C regarding health and safety requirements for the street orderly as a result she had begun work on a risk assessment which she circulated (page 107 of the minutes book) this needed further work including consultation with the street orderly. The council agreed the clerk should purchase a small first aid kit and anti-bacterial wipes/gel for the street orderly and ask if she required any other equipment including boots. Cllr. Wise offered to help with this work.

SURGERIES

The parish council agreed to hold two surgeries on Saturday 27th March between 10:30 and 11:30 at the Bickley Coronation hall and also outside the Village Stores in No Mans Heath and that the police and CSWs be asked to attend. These are to be advertised on the website, notice boards and village voice. Further surgeries will be held if these are successful possibly before other organised events.

A41 HAMPTON HEATH ROUNDABOUT
The clerk reported she had been trying to obtain information regarding what alterations had been considered for the roundabout and why they had been dismissed but had not be able to gain this information to date but would pursue the matter for the February meeting. Despite the nature of the roundabout there were very few accidents taking place there and there was a danger changes could speed up traffic and result in accidents as drivers would be less cautious approaching the junction.

EDGE ROAD NAMES
The clerk reported she had contact the CW&C officer responsible for this matter and been informed a new officer was now dealing with the request, Mr. M. Tindale, as he had only just received the information he was unable to comment on progress made, hopefully he will be able to provide an update for the February meeting.
BOUNDARY REVIEW
The parish council agreed to object to the proposal made by the boundary commission to divide the Broxton Ward up into single member wards raising the following objections:-

· That single member ward would be detrimental to the representation the area would received.
· The current Broxton ward is functioning well.

HIGHWAY MAINTENANCE CONSULTATION

council.
MEETING FEEDBACK

Quality Council’s Forum – Cllrs. Guildford and Hughes – the last meeting had included a presentation by Middlewich Town Council. It was felt that meetings to date had been of limited usefulness as they had been dominated by the large town councils although the presentation at the next meeting would be by a smaller rural council.
CW&C Community Forum – Cllrs. Guildford and Dobson – attended the last forum at Farndon commenting on the sustainable community strategy, local development framework and local transport plan.

LSP Workshop, Ellesmere Port – Cllr Greenwood had attended this event also commenting on the above consultations.
