OPEN FORUM

The following points were raised regarding planning application 08/00580/FUL – Development Hampton Heath Industrial Estate.
· The dangerous effects of Tyre Crumb on the environment and health of those in the area including the large school in the vicinity
· Increased pollution resulting in increased cases of asthma

· Development on a Greenfield site – with some archaeological interest

· New development would breach the boundaries of the industrial estate – setting a precedent for development on green fields reaching Mates Lane.

· Development does not meet the definition of small industrial units for light industry which was the basis for the estate.

· Residents in the area ‘tolerate’ the existing estate but will not accept further expansion

· Out of scale and keeping with the area

· Dispute that expansion will lead to more local employment

· Breaches Local Plan in a number of respects which allows development on B1 (light industrial) or B8 (warehousing) but not B2 (general industrial).

· Loss of 6 acres prime agricultural fields currently under crops at a time of food shortages.

· JPCS was founded in 1993 and sees itself as a local business which wants to stay in the area creating prosperity. 

· Light ‘soft’ industrial use

· Tyre Crumb is a very small part of the business and is largely handled on site although it is repackaged on the estate following guidelines.
· Hope to create a soft pleasing appearance to the estate hence desire to change the estates name to Hampton Heath Business Park.

· Half their business is sign erection – use of tyre crumb is a shrinking market – large amount of office based business, consultancy and design.

· Want to create a flagship business/development

The following points were raised regarding planning application 08/00822/FUL – Driveway Hampton Hall.
· Proposals are motivated to improve safety

· Vehicles of all types pass the  existing driveway at high speed

· Drive way would serve one residence

08/00822/FUL Hampton Hall, Coach Road, Hampton Malpas - Closure of existing access on A41 and change of use of existing agricultural access on Cholmondeley Road to form main access to Hampton Hall (residence).
The council resolved to support this application.

08/00580/FUL OS Field Number 5412 Industrial Estate Road Edge Malpas - Offices, Training & Welfare buildings, storage (Plant & Machinery) shed, industrial processes buildings, associated access roads, vehicle parking and landscaping including foul and surface water drainage system.
The council resolved to make the following observations.

· The council is against development on a green field site.

· The council has concerns regarding the increase in traffic which will result in this proposed development.

· The council is worried about the impact of this development on drainage in the area and on the existing ditches which will have an impact on neighbouring land.

· The council is concerned about the impact of this development on the local environment due to the risk of various forms of pollution. If this development is to go ahead the council would wish to see all possible areas of pollution regulated and monitored.

· The council does support increased employment in the area and the existing company.

· The council strongly believes if this application is given approval there must be large scale landscaping to reduce the visual impact on the development on the neighbouring countryside and residencies.
