DECLARATION OF INTERESTS
Cllr. Done declared a prejudicial interest in the item headed ‘Planning’ applications numbers 09/11356/FUL and 09/11355/FUL Manor Farm, Hampton due to business relations with the applicant.
Cllr. Clutton declared a personal interest in the item headed ‘Witney Lane’ as a resident of Witney Lane.

OPEN FORUM

Mr. N. Wynne (resident of parish) spoke about the support among the young people of No Mans Heath for the sports programme to continue and the possibility of the Parish Council booking the Bishop Heber Sports Hall for the young people to organise their own activities.
Continued parking was reported on the entrance to Meadow Court obscuring vision when exiting Meadow Court – it was agreed the clerk would report this to the PC Boulton & PCSO Shaw.
Garden Waste dumped at the Market House end of Witney Lane was reported – the clerk will report this again.

A query was raised regarding the ‘change of use’ at the Malpas Meats site – it was agreed the clerk should report this to the authority to check change of use, if necessary, had been obtained.
The Council agreed that the following two agendas items be moved up the agenda.
PLANNING

The council agreed the observations as recorded on pages 27 and 28 of the planning register.

Cllr. Done left the meeting and took no part in the following deliberations.
The council agreed to make the same observations for both of the following planning applications.

09/11356/FUL Manor Farm, Coach Road, Hampton – Proposed extension to existing Gallops, new entrance & driveway & change of use of one agricultural field for equestrian use. 

09/11355/FUL Manor Farm, Coach Road, Hampton – 2 Stable barns, 1 indoor equine pool/medical centre, 2 horse exercisers, 1 lunge ring, 1 wash-down area, 2 roofs over existing infrastructures & associated external works.
09/025 RESOLVED (11 For, 0 Against, 1 Abstention) – council make the following 

observation, No Mans Heath & District Parish Council supports these applications but only on the basis that conditions be imposed to increase road safety in the area of the proposed drive and also at the Hampton Post Cross Roads (Junction of Coach Road, Shay Lane & Cholmondeley Road) including warning signs.

NO MANS HEATH SPORTS PROGRAMME 
The clerk reported she had contacted EC Sports by letter confirming the parish council no longer wished to use the services of EC Sports. EC Sports confirmed they would invoice the parish Council for sessions held, how no invoice had been received to date. The clerk had also contacted Chester & District Housing Trust, Cheshire Police Authority and Cheshire Fire Authority who had provided grants to fund the programme explaining the situation but had received no feed back other that from the Police authority wishing the council look in continuing the programme.
09/026 RESOLVED that the council should seek to book the Bishop Heber Sports Hall 

for the young people to manage their own activities once a week for a three month period after which time the arrangement would be reviewed. 
The council would then review the possibility of providing training for individuals to obtain the sports leadership qualification and first aid training.

COUNCILLOR VACANCY
The clerk reported she had received confirmation that no one had called for an election; therefore the council was free to advertise to fill the vacancy through co-option.
MINUTES
09/027 RESOLVED (Unanimous) - That the Chairman signs the minutes of the Parish 
Council meeting held on 21st September 2009 as a true record.

ACCOUNTS & PAYMENTS
09/028 RESOLVED (Unanimous) - Council accepted  the accounts as recorded on 
page 31 of the cash book.
POPPY WREATH

09/029 RESOLVED – that the council purchases a poppy wreath for the sum of £50 to 
be laid at the Remembrance service at Saint Wenefredes, Bickley on behalf of the parish.

AREA PROGRAMME BOARDS

09/030 RESOLVED (7 For, 4 Against, 2 Abstention) – that the council nominate Carol 

Weaver for the parish council representative on the Area Programme Board.
GRIT BINS

The clerk reported that it had been agreed that 3 grit bins would be purchased by the Cheshire West & Chester councillor from their personal budgets two of which would be located in No Mans Heath at the top of Back Lane and also at Meadow Court.
EDGE ROAD NAMES

The clerk reported that the officer who had been handling the Edge Road names issues had left CW&C and that a new officer had taken over and was therefore unable to give an update. It was hoped an update would be available for the November meeting.
WITNEY LANE
It was reported there was still a significant amount of noise and cars on Witney Lane, it was agreed the clerk should report this to PC Boulton and PCSO Tracey Shaw.
YOUTH CLUB

It was agreed this item should be considered at the January meeting when the progress of the news sports programme will be considered.
ALLOTMENTS

It was agreed the council should gauge interest in allotments and also land available by putting an article in the December issue of the No Mans Heath Village Voice.
LITTLERS CROFT

The clerk reported she had received no feedback following the No Mans Heath Village Voice article asking for people get involved in a ‘Friends of Littlers Croft’ group. 
It was agreed that once the sports programme has been re-established this matter should be revisited as some of the young people taking part might be interested in developing/improving facilities on Littlers Croft, it may also be clearer what facilities are required.

SURGERIES

Cllr. Dobson stated he would like to see the parish council holding surgeries as a means of maintaining the council’s quality status. It was agreed a date for a surgery and other details would be confirmed at the January meeting.
SPEED INDICATOR DEVICE (SID)
The clerk reported she was still awaiting analysis of the results/statistics which were circulated. Once this had been received she would circulated it to all councillors.
MEETING FEEDBACK

Cllr. Greenwood reported she had attended the parish council’s event held by CW&C at Winsford. She reported that the principle authority was seeking to make 10% savings over the next financial year due to the impact of an expected reduction in central government funding and the economic down turn. The meeting had also emphasised the desire to allow parish councils to take over some of the functions of the principle authority this was supported by some parish councils while others did not want to increase their roles. The meeting had also emphasised how CW&C’s website has developed and it is hoped more people will use the website to obtain information and services from CW&C, although it was emphasized not everyone has or even wants internet access.
The meeting closed at 8.52pm.
