24. PLANNING.
Resolved – Acceptance of the observations as recorded on page 2 of the planning register.

04/01382/FUL. (Appeal) 4 New dwellings, 22 Back Lane, No Mans Heath.

Mr H Wright commented that the accounts were presented in a layout difficult to understand.  Council agreed that the acting clerk and Mr Wright should liase to find a more reader friendly layout to be considered at the next meeting.

27. SPEED INDICATOR DEVICES.

Resolved that council would accept the offer of the use of the speed indicator sign from Chester City Council Area South Committee to use in Cross O’th Hill Road, No Mans Heath. Mrs Bolton & Mrs Hughes volunteered to operate the sign.

Council also requested the acting clerk to investigate the possibility of the use of a hand held speed gun and the introduction of a 20-mile per hour speed limit in all of No Mans Heath. 

28. VILLAGE PUMP PLAQUE.

Mr Newport agreed to make some suggestions on the wording and form for a plaque to be placed on or in the No Mans Heath Pump House. The Clerk would then price the proposals and present details to the next meeting. The Chairman stated that The Tushingham Golden Jubilee Fund had promised a contribution towards the plaque. 

29. WHITE CHESHIRE RAILINGS.

30. HAMPTON HEATH PLAYING FIELD.

Council was extremely concerned that no progress is being made towards providing a playing field for the children of Hampton Heath. Both City Councillors to be contacted in the hope that they can move this proposal forward.  

31. NOTICE BOARDS.

Council agreed that notice boards should be provided near the village shop in No Mans Heath, and at Astons Cross.   Mr Robertson agreed to work with the clerk to provide proposals and prices for the next meeting.

32. MUIR DEVELOPMENT.

Council was concerned that the bunds and grassed areas around the Muir affordable housing development at Hampton Heath was unfinished and unkempt that it was a disgrace to the area. Both City Councillors to be contacted in the expectation that they will be able to spur either the Chester City Council or Muir Housing into some action on the site.  The acting clerk was also asked to seek some adverse publicity for this eyesore.

During the debate Mrs Ankers & Mrs Clutton declared a personal interest as neighbours of the Muir development.
