Question 1, 2, 3
The parish council supports Option B, as this will allow a period of stability in terms of the boundaries for 15 years. However the boundaries must be flexible enough to allow some adjustment so as to create and maintain areas of a similar character, e.g. areas such as Wrexham Road Business Park should be included in the urban, Chester area not the rural area including places like No Mans Heath and Malpas.

· Transport – Public Transport systems & highways

· Housing – New developments & affordable

· Other - Planning

Question 5 

The following organisations should work with the Area Programme Boards
· Town & Parish Councils

· Police

· Housing

· Schools

· Children’s Centres

· Fire & Rescue

· Other – Churches

The parish council believes that the boards should be flexible enough to response to events within the area allowing them to discuss any topic/issue as required and call upon relevant organisations to take part in this discussion.

Question 6 & 7
The APB should add value to the work of other organisations by the following

· Provide a forum to share concerns and information

· Reduce duplication between different organisations and therefore help to reduce costs

· Co-ordinate activities between different organisations and the new authority which have the same goal

· Shared Communication at all levels is crucial, it is also essential that this information is easy to understand and not filled with jargon, communication to parish councils should also make use organisations such as the Cheshire Association of Local Councils (Chalc).

· There must be support, financial, clerical and technical for all organisations working with the APB so that all can take on new responsibilities and roles.
