No Mans Heath & District Parish Council would like to make the following observations

· The council wishes to stress the need for transport for both the young and old who do not have access to their own vehicle. Arguably this need is more of a priority for the elderly who may not have family to provide transport.
· There is clear lack of public transport for those in and around No Mans Heath to social centres in rural areas e.g. Cholmondeley Coronation Hall.

· The document gave no mention of how changes to accessibility would be financed which it was felt would be a driving factor in any changes or improvements.

· It was also felt more attention should be given to identifying what transport is already in place to provide a base line on which developments/improvements could be made.
